1 The parties have agreed with the proposed Special Master to pay him reasonable compensation for complying with any powers given to him by this Court.  The parties have also agreed that the costs of such compensation will be divided evenly between the parties in this case.

1 The parties further agree that the rulings and orders of the Special Master shall not be appealable by the parties to this Court, and that the only orders required of the Special Master for this Court’s approval are the final judgment and any post judgment orders

1 The parties expressly waive the necessity to appeal any ruling by the Special Master to this Court in order to preserve any error for appellate review.
